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AEC Auction will Accept Phone Bids and Proxy Bids.   
     Due to several requests for these options the AEC Board has endorsed offering both a Phone Bid option and a Proxy Bid option at the 2011 Alberta Elk Convention Live Video Animal & Semen Auction. 
Proxy Bid Option: 
     This would be another option for a bidder that would not entail being on the phone at the time of the lot being auctioned.
     To do this the bidder states the maximum he would bid for an item prior to the start of the auction . The auctioneer proceeds with the sale in the normal manner. He would then accept bids from the floor, live phone bidders and the advance bidder in a normal auction manner. Bids happen in increments as called by the auctioneer. If the last bid ask is at or less than the amount of the advance bid the proxy bidder buys.at  $50 over the last bid price.   
    All other terms and conditions are the same as those stated below for the Phone Bid Option

Phone Bid Option --Terms & Conditions:
1. A person wishing to take part in the 2011 Alberta Elk Convention Live Video Animal & Semen Auction may arrange in advance of the sale to be registered to place bids on lots up for auction via the telephone. 

2. The person must complete a registration form listing, Name, contact information and deposit information to the satisfaction of the Alberta Elk Commission. 

3. The person must also sign a Terms of Sale agreement and fax or mail it to AEC in advance of the sale.  NOTE:  A new Terms of Sale Agreement including the Proxy and Phone Bid Options will be the document that ALL bidders in the auction must sign.
4. The person shall pay a $25.00 phone bid registration fee at the time of registration. 
5. The person shall provide a deposit of $1000.00 by credit card or certified cheque or other arrangement with AEC in advance of the auction.  If the person fails to buy anything at the auction the deposit will be returned in full after the auction. 

6. No person will be allowed to participate as a phone bidder unless ALL of the conditions are met by the beginning of the sale. 

7. It is up to the bidder to inform AEC what lots they are interested in bidding on.  AEC will then assign an individual present at the sale to contact the bidder when the lot in question is on the block and the bidder can then participate.  AEC will not be responsible for the inability of the bidder to bid through this process for whatever reason.  
8. All financial arrangements concerning payment for any lots purchased must be made prior to the sale to the satisfaction of AEC.
