Terms of sale:
1. All buyers are required to settle their auction account with the Alberta Elk Commission in full at the end of the auction.  Payments will be accepted by cash, personal cheque, or bank draft.  Payments by Visa or Master Card will be subject to a small administration fee.
2. The Alberta Elk Commission is the facilitator of this sale with a registered auctioneer presiding.

3. The Alberta Elk commission acts as an agent for the seller and not as principle.  The Alberta Elk Commission it’s Board of Directors & employees accept no responsibility for errors in advertising or description.  The Alberta Elk Commission accepts the information provided by the seller “as is” and is therefore not responsible for any errors or omissions.
4. Each lot of animal(s) and/or semen will be sold by auction to the highest bidder.  The auctioneer reserves the right to accept or reject any bid and in all cases of dispute the auctioneer’s decision shall be final.  

5. All sales are final.
6. All buyers must register for the sale by reviewing and signing the terms of sale agreement.  Upon which time they will receive a bidder card.
7. If and/or when it is announced either in the sales catalogue or at the time of auction that an animal(s) has been semen tested, pregnancy tested or had specific health test it is understood that the seller has provided a written statement to that effect signed by a licensed veterinarian, CFIA District Veterinarian or Alberta Agriculture & Rural Development personnel.  There will be no further guarantee in regard to these tests.
8. All sellers must register their animal(s) and/or semen for the sale and agrees to provide all necessary information required on the Animal Registration Form and the CFIA TB Confirmation Form.  The seller agrees to provide at least 1 picture of the animal(s) for sale or from which the semen was drawn.  The Animal Registration Form and the CFIA TB Confirmation Form must be accompanied by a copy of the animal’s inventory certificate.
9. Animal(s) and/or semen registration for the auction will be accepted until 12:00 PM (NOON) Tuesday, March 22, 2011.  HOWEVER,
10. Deadline for registering animal(s) and/or semen for the auction in time to be included in the Sale Catalogue is 12:00 PM (NOON) Monday, March 14, 2011.  The Sales Catalogue will be published online at www.elkranchers.ca after March 16, 2011. 
11. After the Catalogue deadline, any additional lots will be added to the Power Point presentation during the sale and will be included in the final catalogue that will be available from AEC Staff after the beginning of the 2011 AEC Convention only.  These lots will NOT be available online.
12. In the case of typographical or other errors in the catalogue, the auctioneer shall announce corrections and updates.  The Alberta Elk Commission will make every effort to ensure the correct information is printed but will not be responsible for any errors or omissions within the catalogue.  Buyers are cautioned to pay attention to the auctioneer’s announcements.  
13. All sellers agree that a 10% commission on the final sales price of the animal(s) and/or semen will be deducted from the final payment they receive from the Alberta Elk Commission.
14. Ownership of the animal(s) and/or semen passes from seller to buyer when the financial matters are completed by the Alberta Elk Commission and shall be done within one hour of the end of the sale. 
15. All arrangements for the physical transfer of the animal(s) and/or semen, their care, responsibility of and liability for them is to be arranged privately between the buyer and the seller.

16. All buyers agree to be bound by the above terms as well as any other conditions announced by the auctioneer.  Each buyer agrees to be responsible for all charges to them and if their cheque is accepted by the Alberta Elk Commission it will be honored for payment at the bank on which the cheque is drawn and that if any cheque given to the Alberta Elk Commission is not honored for any reason it is understood that such amounts will remain outstanding and no transfer of ownership will occur until full acceptable payment is made and the buyer issuing the cheque may face civil and/or criminal charges.

17. All sellers agree to be bound by the above terms of sale and are required to sign and date the Terms of sale agreement.
